Flood Risk Reduction: Overview

is only intended to help the reader understand the FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) application

process.

Purpose: Application templates have been developed to provide step-by-step instructions for specific project types.
This application is intended to be used for projects that involve flood risk reduction. Figure 1 shows the general

process flow and decision points from a Major Presidential Disaster Declarations to grant award.
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Figure 1: Flood Risk Reduction Project Process Overview

Prior to starting an application, it is recommended that you review the summary of data requirements (Table 1)
needed to complete the application. Early submission of accurate and complete eligibility and pre-award information
will facilitate FEMA'’s review process and the release of Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) funds

The methodology used to evaluate cost-effectiveness will affect data requirements for the application. There is one
method to evaluate cost-effectiveness for a flood risk reduction project:

= Benefit-cost analysis (BCA) using the BCA Toolkit via: Flood Module (Modeled Damages) or the Damage-
Frequency Assessment (Historical Damages or Professional Expected Damages).

This Job Aid categorizes the components considered within FEMA’s EHP review process, describes
the information needed under each component, identifies potential sources of documentation, and provides
examples.
