Three Circles that meet at one middle point, taking into account all three sides.

Disaster Resistance – Community Evidence

· Saved lives

· Reduced physical damage

· Reduced economic losses

· Minimized social disruption

· Ability to resume operations quickly

· Shorter recovery period

· More attractive to individuals and business

Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 (DMA 2000)

· Establish a national, pre-disaster mitigation program

· Streamline disaster relief

· Control Federal costs of assistance

DMA 2000 – Section 322 Mitigation Planning

· Increases HMGP from 15% to 20% for States meeting enhanced planning criteria

· Requires Local and Tribal governments to develop and submit mitigation plans

· Allows 7% of HMGP funds for planning purposes

Interim Final Rule

· Establishes the mitigation planning criteria for States and local communities 

· Serves as governing document for DMA 2000 planning implementation
Interim Final Rule Section 201.6

New local mitigation planning requirements 

Divided into four topics:

· Plan requirement

· Planning process

· Plan content

· Plan review

State and Local Plan Interim Criteria

· Help Federal and State reviewers evaluate mitigation plans from different jurisdictions

· Help States and local jurisdictions develop or modify mitigation plans in accordance with Section 322
