PROJECT SUMMARY:

The grantee, Browning Public School District, is one of several organizations that comprise the Blackfeet Tribal Emergency Response Committee (TERC).  The TERC proposes to host a CERT field course in Browning, MT, at the Blackfeet Community College on August 4-6, 2003.  Organizers will work with Montana Division of Emergency Services to recruit qualified instructors to present the standard 20-hour CERT Course.  The grantee proposes to train 150 people at this event, including tribal emergency managers, tribal members, and building response teams from local public schools.  The organizers also will invite participants from the Town of Browning, Bureau of Indian Affairs, Blackfeet Nursing Home, Blackfeet HeadStart, Blackfeet Housing Authority, and Blackfeet Community College, as well as Montana DES and FEMA Region VIII.  The grantee’s scope of work includes registering the Blackfeet Tribal CERT program on the CERT website, and developing a process to maintain CERT participation after training.
