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ARTICLE I – PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

The Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) program uses CERT training to prepare community members for involvement in emergency management activities.  Using CERT training materials, teams of neighborhood volunteers and employees in the workplace are trained in emergency preparedness and response skills so that they can help in saving lives and protecting property when professional response organizations need augmentation in natural and man-made disasters.

The Grantee shall perform the work described in the Program Narrative Statement, which was included as part of the application package and made a part of these Grant Agreement Articles by reference in Article XIII General Provisions.

In accordance with the approved grant and terms and conditions set out in this document, by acceptance of the funds awarded, the Grantee agrees to abide by the terms and conditions of the grant as set forth in this document and the documents identified below, and made a part hereof by reference.

ARTICLE V – MAINTENANCE OF EFFORT/SUPPLANTING OF FUNDS

The purpose of this funding is to increase the level of effort for State and Subgrantees to develop or enhance CERT program activities.  Funds approved under this Grant Award shall be used to supplement and shall not be used to supplant State or local funds dedicated to this effort.  The Grantee or Subgrantees may be requested to support maintenance of effort planning through documentation supporting three previous years budgets dedicated to this effort.

ARTICLE VI – ADMINISTRATIVE COST RESTRICTION

Costs charged against the grant award for administrative activities are restricted to 5% of the funding allocated for the Grantee to implement CERT State directed activities and 5% for each subgrant award (75% of the grant awards allocated to local communities for CERT activities).  Indirect costs must be included in the 5% limitation.

ARTICLE VII – REQUEST FOR ADVANCE/REIMBURSEMENT

A. The Grantee shall be paid in advance using the HHS Smartlink System, provided it maintains or demonstrates the willingness and ability to maintain procedures to minimize the time elapsing between the transfer of the funds and their expenditure by the Grantee.  When these requirements are not met, the Grantee will be required to use the reimbursement method as the preferred funding method.

Or –

ARTICLE IX – PERFORMANCE REPORTS

C. PUBLICATIONS:  In compliance with the Section 623 of the Treasury, Postal Service, and General Government Appropriations Act, 1993, and reenacted in Section 621 of the fiscal year 1994 Appropriations Act requires that all recipients disclose the amount and percentage of Federal funding and funding from non-governmental sources when making public announcements about Federally-funded projects in the amount of $500,000 or more.

D. REFUNDS:  The Grantee shall transfer to FEMA the appropriate share, based on the Federal support percentage, of any refund, rebate, credit or other amounts arising from the performance of this agreement, along with accrued interest, if any.  The Grantee shall take necessary action to effect prompt collection of all monies due or which may become due and to cooperate with FEMA in any claim or suit in connection with amounts due.

E. TERMINATION:  Either the Grantee or FEMA may terminate grant award agreements by giving written notice to the other party at least seven (7) calendars days prior to the effective date of the termination. The Grantee’s authority to incur new costs will be terminated upon arrival of the date of receipt of the letter or the date set forth in the notice.  Any costs incurred up to the earlier of the date of the receipt of the notice or the date of termination set forth in the notice will be negotiated for final payment.
