PROJECT SUMMARY:


Under the Planning Grant, North Dakota will update the State emergency operations plan (EOP), with emphasis on terrorism and homeland security.  The State also will complete planning tasks for capability assessment, mutual aid, interoperability, and COG.  Local jurisdictions will use competitive sub-grants to update local EOPs.  With the Citizen Corps/CERT funding, North Dakota will award a contract to support formation of a State Council; statewide strategy; reporting processes; and a public education initiative.  The State will award competitive sub-grants to local governments for local Councils and CERT training.  With the EOC Grant, North Dakota will award a contract to assess the State primary and alternate Emergency Operations Centers (EOCs).

PROJECT SUMMARY:

The State of North Dakota is proposing to enter into a cooperative agreement with the North Dakota League of Cities to administer the State’s CERT program.  The grantee proposes to have the North Dakota League of Cities conduct at least 3 CERT Trainer courses (24 participants each) and at least 6 CERT field courses (24 participants each) to promote the development of locally sponsored CERT programs.  Working in concert with the North Dakota League of Cities and the North Dakota Citizen Corps Council, the grantee also proposes to pass through 75 percent of the total grant award in the form of sub-grants to local governments for use in developing and maintaining local CERT programs.  Region VIII is supplementing North Dakota’s allocated grant award by $8,333 in regional funds, to be used by the grantee for State-identified needs in supporting the State’s CERT program.
