HELP #2

There are a few changes going on here in region X.  These changes will keep me away from doing all of the things that I normally do in the area of HazMat.  First, One of our CSEPP persons, Rick Kammerer has left FEMA and joined the Transportation Security Agency.  Our other CSEPP person, Larry Keen, is going to retire at the end of December.  Since there is a large CSEPP drill at Umatilla in June of 2003, I have been asked to be a Co-director in training, for that drill.  This is going to take up a lot of time from now until the completion of the drill.  FEMA Region X will be announcing a vacancy to fill at least one of these positions, but that person will not be hired in time to take the pressure off of my position.   Secondly, until we can get a person hired as the Fire Grant Specialist here at Region X, I am the person responsible.  Hopefully, we will have a person hired for this position by sometime in December.  This person will still have to be trained.  As a result of these two extra and added responsibilities, getting the UPDATE out on time and with worthwhile information is going to be a chore.  This is where you come in.  I really would appreciate knowing about any training or exercises in your area.  These will be posted in the appropriate areas of the UPDATE. FROM THE WASHINGTON STATE FIRE MARSHAL REGIONAL NETWORK NEWS.

“ A Maryland County Deputy Sheriff found a small, intentionally set fire in an abandoned building at a former U.S. Government satellite tracking station off Laurel Run Drive outside Waldorf.  As the fire department was making access through the property to the building the Fire Chief noticed an unusual object in the crook of a formerly burned tree stump that was approximately 5 feet off the roadway.  The Chief parked his vehicle, and he and the Deputy Sheriff went back to look at the object, and decided it was a pipe bomb with a timer attached.  An X-ray determined there was something inside the device.  An obvious mechanical kitchen timer was attached to the top of the device and wires were connected to two points on the dial.  The dial was set for an hour.  The device was approximately 1 and ¼ inches by 12 inches galvanized pipe with end caps.  Inside one end was a 9-volt battery and the other end contained what was believed to be photoflash powder.  The important point is the fact this device was next to the road the fire apparatus used.  Out of an abundance of safety training, always consider that this type of device was intended to function against the first responder.”
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
