CHER-CAP HAPPENINGS

The Kotzebue, Alaska  phase III meeting was held April 23 – 25.  When I left on the 25th is was snowing and in the 20s, but at night it was light until after midnight and before 0600.  We have had the plans of reviewed, and the community will now study the recommended changes and possibly adopt them. Work at the hospital for their decon team is progressing well, and I am hopeful that they will be completely ready and operational by the time of the exercise.  In addition to the meeting we had one Incident Command class and two HazMat Awareness classes for local responders. We have now trained approximately 35 –40 people in ICS 100 and approximately 40 – 45 people in Awareness level.  The final Phase IV exercise is scheduled for June 4.  This is a one day change from what you may have heard originally.  If you would like to attend the exercise, let me know as soon as possible.  Rooms are at a premium in Kotzebue.  If you would like to attend, let me know.  

There are no others in the works at this time, however, Barrow, Alaska has expressed an interest once again.  If you are interested in CHER-CAP, give me a call.  I will be happy to talk to you or come to your location and give your community a presentation on CHER-CAP.  I will be working with at lease one CHER-CAP in FY 03, and this will be done on a first-come, first-served basis.

POTPOURRI

1)  The District Court in the District of Columbia has thrown out all remaining challenges to EPA’s air standards for soot and smog.  The challenges were brought by the several different groups and this will now allow the EPA to proceed with more Clean Air enforcement.    

2) FEMA has announced the release of it’s web-based, and newly revised Emergency Management Exercise Reporting System (EMERS) version 2.0.  A free copy of the software program and the users’ manual is available at www.fema.gov/onp/emers.  This program; records exercise results, manages data, monitors progress, analyzes corrective action, creates reports and enhances overall effectiveness.  If you have not checked this out before, now is the time to do so.

4) A short (2 page), but interesting article in the February issue of Firehouse magazine is titled, “Technology, Terrorism and Politics”.  Available if you need it.

5) On May 7 from 2000 – 2200 on PBS there will be a broadcast titled, “Fire Wars”.  This is a special presentation on wildfires in the west.

6)  At, www.orau.gov/reacts/mamage.htm,   there is a site on Managing Radiation Emergencies.  It looks like a well-rounded site with lots of information for teams and hospitals.  

7) On the weekend of April 6 and 7, the State of Washington held a two-day HazMat training seminar.  This seminar was designed for smaller departments and departments that had a hard time getting people to training during the week.  It was well attended with over 100 people from all over the state and from a number of different tribal agencies.  One of the classes was given by a local utility on electrical and natural gads emergencies.  Part of the class was a handout titled, “Incident Response, natural Gas and Electrical Incidents”.  If you would like a copy of this handout, let me know.  There was also a class by Burlington Northern and they had a handout titled, “Rail Safety for 1st Responders”.  It is a power point slide presentation on paper.  This is also available.  The third handout available in power point paper slide form is titled, ””Monitoring and Detection Instrumentation”.  This was presented by Gary “Bubba” Gordon of the Boeing Company. Another handout also available was presented by Seattle HazMat and is on Bio-terrorism.  It also includes a guideline on the handling of suspicious white powders that was authored by the FBI.  Well done.

8) At, http://fe.pennet.com/Articles/Article_Display.cfm?Section=Articles&Subsection=Display&Article_ID=136677, The February issue of Fire Engineering, is an article on using tarps on compressed gas tankers.  If you cannot open the article or do not have the magazine, let me know.  Interesting.

By making services easier to access, 2-1-1 encourages prevention and fosters self-sufficiency.”  In Region X, this service is due to come online in 2002 for the states of Washington and Idaho.  There is planning underway for the state of Oregon.  Only one state, Connecticut, is currently on line.  This service will help a great deal in declared disasters. 8) Homeland Security Director Tom Ridge will be urging hospitals to step up their efforts to deal with mass casualties.  The feeling seems to be that many hospitals are really not in a position to deal with mass casualties.  You might keep this in mind when working with your local hospital.

AFTERTHOUGHTS

The following is from Washington State Department of Ecology Hazardous Waste and Toxics Reduction Program newsletter.

WHAT IS A TIER TWO REPORT?


Also called an Emergency and Hazardous Chemical Inventory Report, it is a report that many businesses must submit annually for each hazardous substance present at their facility at any time during the previous calendar year if the amounts were in excess of the threshold level.  It is required by a federal law known as SARA Title III Section 312.

WHAT IS A HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCE?  WHAT IS AN EXTREMELY HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCE?


For the Tier Two report, a hazardous substance is any substance that requires a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS).  Some chemicals are also classified as Extremely Hazardous Substances (EHS) and are identified as such by the manufacturer on the MSDS.

HOW DO I KNOW IF I NEED TO REPORT?


Check each on-site chemical for the maximum quantity present at any one time during the calendar year.  EHSs are reportable at 500 pounds or the “threshold planning quantity,” whichever is less.  All other chemicals are reportable if 10,000 pounds or more is present at any one time.

WHAT ARE SOME EXAMPLES OF THRESHOLD PLANNING QUANTITIES?


Gasoline and diesel are reportable at 10,000 pounds.  Chemicals such as ammonia and chlorine are Extremely Hazardous Substances (EHS) at are reportable at much lower thresholds; the threshold for ammonia is 500 pounds and the threshold for chlorine is 100 pounds.

WHEN ARE TIER TWO REPORTS DUE?


Reports for 2001 calendar year are due March 1, 2002.
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
