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Introduction

The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) recognizes and acknowledges that American Indian and Alaska Native Tribal governments hold a unique status in the United States of America with the rights and benefits of sovereign nations. Among its efforts to support Tribes, FEMA is working to increase the resources and programs available to Tribal governments and to assist them in protecting their families, community livelihood, and cultural and environmental resources from disasters.

Since 2001, FEMA Headquarters in Washington D.C. and each of the ten FEMA regions have appointed Tribal Liaisons, and are further developing Tribal programs. This past October, FEMA coordinated with the National Congress of American Indians XE "National Congress of American Indians"  to coordinate a Tribal Community Hazard Mitigation XE "Hazard Mitigation"  Workshop, held at the Ak-Chin Indian Community Reservation in Arizona. The workshop provided information on existing programs and emergency management legislation, shared successes, and discussed challenges that the Tribes face.

FEMA XE "FEMA"  Region X, which serves Alaska, Idaho, Oregon, and Washington, held a regional workshop on Tribal Emergency Management in June 2002. John Pennington, FEMA Region X Director, subsequently appointed Jane Vukonich as Tribal Liaison in October 2002. 

FEMA XE "FEMA"  Region X initially developed this guide in June 2002 and is now expanding on the information and resources to help build capacity among the Tribes to manage the risks and protect life and safety from disasters. While this guide has been developed specifically for Tribes in Idaho, Oregon, and Washington, FEMA Region X expects to develop an Alaska-specific guide in 2003. 

If you find we have omitted an important resource please let us know.  This guide is intended to be dynamic and we will strive to keep it current and representative of the programs and activities that Tribes are engaged in throughout the Pacific Northwest. 
FEMA/Homeland Security Reorganization

In the aftermath of the terrorist attacks against America on September 11th, 2001, President George W. Bush decided 22 domestic agencies needed to be coordinated into one department to protect the nation against threats to the homeland.  On March 1, 2003, these 22 agencies transitioned to the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) bringing 170,000 public servants to the Department.  

DHS operates with five major directorates: Border & Transportation Security; Emergency Preparedness & Response; Science and Technology; Information Analysis and Infrastructure Protection (IAIP); and Management.  Besides the five Directorates, several other critical agencies are folding into the new department or being newly created.  They are: The United States Coast Guard; The United States Secret Service; The Bureau of Citizenship & Immigration Services; The Office of State & Local Government Coordination; The Office of Private Sector Liaison; and the Office of Inspector General. 
The Emergency Preparedness and Response Directorate (FEMA) of DHS will oversee domestic disaster preparedness training and coordinate government disaster response. 

FEMA Tribal Desk 

Joseph Hesbrook, a former staff member for Jeff Bingaman (D-NM) and member of the Cheyenne River Sioux Tribe, is currently serving as the National Tribal Liaison for FEMA. Hesbrook joined FEMA in 2000 and was appointed by FEMA Director Joe Albaugh to serve as the agency’s point of contact for Indian Tribes.

Despite the statutory confinements of the Robert T. Stafford Act, which governs FEMA, Hesbrook has put together an aggressive effort to reach out and include Native Nations in all FEMA training and program activities. FEMA’s Tribal desk has established three primary objectives:

1. Improve the working relationship between FEMA and Tribal governments ensuring that tribes are knowledgeable with FEMA programs and process

2. Work more effectively with other federal agencies to better coordinate on Tribal issues with Tribal governments

3. Work within FEMA to better educate and sensitize agency employees on Tribal matters.

FEMA Region X Tribal Liaison

In October 2002, FEMA Region X Director John Pennington named Jane Vukonich as Tribal Liaison for Tribal governments and native villages in Alaska, Oregon, Idaho and Washington. Even before the Region’s official appointment, Jane Vukonich and other FEMA staff developed solid relations with many Tribal counterparts. The appointment of Tribal Relations allows Jane to build on previous successes and forge solid paths in new directions. With 272 federally recognized Tribal governments in a four-state region, FEMA Region X is committed to building and strengthening lasting partnerships to reduce disaster vulnerability.

Cora C. Brown Fund XE "Cora C. Brown Fund" 
Cora C. Brown of Kansas City, Missouri, died in 1977 leaving a portion of her estate to the United States to be used as a special fund solely for the relief of human suffering caused by natural disasters. Disaster victims need not apply for assistance from this fund. Rather, the FEMA Regional Director, with assistance from other governmental agencies and disaster voluntary agencies, identifies potential recipients. The funds are used to assist victims/survivors of Presidentially declared major disasters for disaster-related needs that have not or will not be met by governmental agencies or other organizations that have programs to address such needs.

The National Flood Insurance Program XE "National Flood Insurance Program" ’s (NFIP XE "NFIP" ) Community Rating System XE "Community Rating System"  (CRS) was implemented in 1990 as a program for recognizing and encouraging community floodplain management activities that exceed the minimum NFIP standards. The National Flood Insurance Reform Act of 1994 codified the Community Rating System in the NFIP. Under the CRS, flood insurance premium rates are adjusted to reflect the reduced flood risk resulting from community activities that meet the three goals of the CRS: (1) reduce flood losses; (2) facilitate accurate insurance rating; and (3) promote the awareness of flood insurance.

EMI XE "EMI"  develops courses and administers resident and non-resident training programs in areas such as natural hazards (earthquakes, hurricanes, floods, and dam safety), technological hazards (hazardous materials, terrorism, instructional methodology, exercise design and evaluation, information technology, public information, integrated emergency management, and Train-the-Trainer.

Direct loans are made to small businesses and agricultural cooperatives to assist them through a disaster recovery period. These programs can also provide up to an additional 20% loan for cost effective hazard mitigation for homes or business properties. By offering low-interest loans, the SBA works to assist in long-term recovery efforts.

The SBA plays a major role in the aftermath of a disaster, providing disaster loans when there is a Presidentially declared disaster. There are three types of loans, including Home Disaster Loans, Business Physical Disaster Loans, and Economic Injury Disaster loans.

Federal FY 2002 supplemental funding totaling $100 million was provided to State, Tribal and local governments to update their all-hazards Emergency Operations Plans XE "Emergency Operations Plans"  (EOP), to include a focus on WMD incidents. The purpose of this guidance is to help State, Tribal and local governments fine-tune their EOPs and address critical planning considerations to include interstate and intrastate mutual aid agreements, resource typing, resource standards, protection of critical infrastructure, inventory of critical response equipment and teams, continuity of operations and family and community preparedness. 

Managing the Emergency Consequences of Terrorist Incidents XE "Terrorist Incidents" 
This is an interim planning guide that is designed to provide State, Tribal and local emergency management planners with a framework for developing supplemental emergency operations plans that address the consequences of a terrorist attack involving weapons of mass destruction. It provides a consistent planning approach that encourages the efficient integration of State, local and federal terrorism response activities and provides the most current information regarding planning and operational challenges faced by communities that have dealt with terrorist events.

Hazard Mitigation

Mitigation refers to permanent or ongoing efforts to lessen the impact disasters have on people and property. Natural hazard mitigation can reduce or eliminate the loss of life and property damage resulting from natural hazards such as floods, earthquakes, and wildfires. 

There are many forms of mitigation, including structural and nonstructural measures. Typical non-structural mitigation measures would include using computer straps to ensure equipment remains stable during an earthquake, or using metal strapping to stabilize a water heater. Examples of structural mitigation would be choosing to strengthen a building to withstand a major earthquake, or elevating a home in the floodplain.

Risk assessment is a key component of mitigation - measuring the potential loss of life, personal injury, property damage, and economic injury resulting from natural hazards by assessing the vulnerability of people, buildings, and infrastructure to natural hazards. A comprehensive risk assessment can build a foundation for identifying mitigation goals and objectives, and create a systematic approach to prioritizing mitigation action items. This approach is based on the level of risk apparent within a community.

Each year natural disasters have the potential to cause millions of dollars in damages in communities throughout the Northwest United States. Investing in hazard mitigation practices now will significantly reduce the demand for future investments by lessening the amount of time and funding needed for disaster recovery, repair and reconstruction. Mitigation is ultimately a cost- and time-effective solution to natural disasters.

Furthermore, practicing hazard mitigation will enable local residents, public services, businesses and industries to re-establish themselves in the wake of a disaster, bringing local economies back to normal sooner and with less interruption. Hazard mitigation practices offer a wide array of benefits, both direct and indirect.

Measures such as the acquisition or regulation of land in known hazard areas can aid in achieving multiple community goals, such as preserving open space, maintaining environmental health and natural features, and enhancing recreational opportunities. Many of these common goals will become increasingly evident as a community begins to walk through the mitigation planning process. 

Hazard Mitigation XE "Hazard Mitigation"  Planning

Mitigation measures have the potential to produce long-term and recurring benefits by breaking the repetitive cycle of disaster loss. Benefits can best be achieved through hazard mitigation planning, a collaborative process whereby hazards affecting the community are identified, vulnerability to those hazards is assessed, and actions are taken to minimize or eliminate the adverse impacts of these hazards.

Developing a Hazard Mitigation XE "Hazard Mitigation"  Plan

A hazard mitigation plan contains the essential strategy and activities, based on risks and vulnerabilities, to reduce disaster damages and losses. The Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 established a hazard mitigation plan requirement to be eligible for Stafford Act mitigation project grants. Title 44 CFR Part 201 identifies the content requirements for State, Tribal, and local hazard mitigation plans. The basic elements involved in a mitigation plan are outlined below.

Hazard Mitigation XE "Hazard Mitigation"  Grant Program XE "Hazard Mitigation Grant Program"  (HMGP)

Authorized under Section 404 of the Stafford Act, the Hazard Mitigation XE "Hazard Mitigation"  Grant Program XE "Hazard Mitigation Grant Program"  (HMGP) provides grants to implement long-term hazard mitigation measures after a major disaster declaration. The purpose of HMGP is to significantly reduce future risk to lives and property, provide funds to implement projects identified in state, Tribal or local plans, and enable mitigation measures to be implemented during the immediate recovery.

Federal funding for HMGP is activated following a federal disaster declaration. The amount of funding is based on a percentage (ex. 15%) of estimated Federal funds to be spent on the Public and Individual Assistance programs. Funds may be used to pay up to 75% of the eligible project costs. Types of projects include acquiring or relocating structures, retrofitting structures and constructing minor and localized flood control projects. 

Eligible Tribal applicants include federally recognized Indian Tribes or authorized Tribal organizations and Alaska native villages or organizations. Tribal governments or local governments may apply on behalf of individuals and businesses.

National Flood Insurance Program XE "National Flood Insurance Program" 
The Federal Insurance and Mitigation Administration, a component of FEMA XE "FEMA" , manages the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) XE "National Flood Insurance Program" . 
Nearly 20,000 communities across the United States and its territories participate in the NFIP XE "NFIP"  by adopting and enforcing floodplain management ordinances to reduce future flood damage. In exchange, the NFIP makes federally backed flood insurance available to homeowners, renters, and business owners in these communities. Community participation in the NFIP is voluntary.

Flood insurance is designed to provide an alternative to disaster assistance to reduce the escalating costs of repairing damage to buildings and their contents caused by floods. Flood damage is reduced by nearly $1 billion a year through communities implementing sound floodplain management requirements and property owners purchasing of flood insurance. Additionally, buildings constructed in compliance with NFIP XE "NFIP"  building standards suffer approximately 80 percent less damage annually than those not built in compliance. 

In addition to providing flood insurance and reducing flood damages through floodplain management regulations, the NFIP XE "NFIP"  identifies and maps the Nation's floodplains. Mapping flood hazards creates broad-based awareness of the flood hazards and provides the data needed for floodplain management programs and to actuarially rate new construction for flood insurance.

Floodplain Management XE "Floodplain Management" 
Floodplain management is the operation of a community program of preventative and corrective measures for reducing flood damage. These measures take a variety of forms and generally include zoning, subdivision, or building requirements, and special-purpose floodplain ordinances. A community's agreement to adopt and enforce floodplain management ordinances, particularly with respect to new construction is an important element in making flood insurance available to home and businesses owners. Currently over 19,700 communities voluntarily adopt and enforce local floodplain management ordinances that provide flood loss reduction building standards for new and existing development.

Flood Mitigation Assistance (FMA) Program XE "Flood Mitigation Assistance (FMA) Program" 
The Flood Mitigation Assistance (FMA) program provides funding to assist States, counties, cities and Tribes in implementing measures to reduce or eliminate the long-term risk of flood damage to buildings, manufactured homes, and other structures insurable under the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP). The three types of grants available under FMA include Planning, Project, and Technical Assistance Grants. 

FMA Planning Grants are available to States and communities to prepare Flood Mitigation Plans. NFIP-participating communities with approved Flood Mitigation Plans can apply for FMA Project Grants. FMA Project Grants are available to States and NFIP participating communities to implement measures to reduce flood losses. Communities receiving FMA Planning and Project Grants must be participating in the NFIP. A few examples of eligible FMA projects include: the elevation, acquisition, and relocation of NFIP-insured structures. Ten percent of the Project Grant is made available to States as a Technical Assistance Grant. These funds may be used by the State to help administer the program.

States are encouraged to prioritize FMA project grant applications that include repetitive loss properties. The FY 2001 FMA emphasis encourages States and communities to target repetitive loss properties identified in FEMA’s Repetitive Loss Strategy. The primary objective of the Repetitive Loss Properties Strategy is to eliminate or reduce the damage to property and the disruption of life caused by repeated flooding of the same properties. A specific target group of repetitive loss properties is identified and serviced separately from other NFIP policies by the Special Direct Facility (SDF). The target group includes every NFIP-insured property that, since 1978 and regardless of any change(s) of ownership during that period, has experienced: 

a) Four or more paid flood losses; or 
b) Two paid flood losses within a 10-year period that equal or exceed the current value of 
the insured property; or 
c) Three or more paid losses that equal or exceed the current value of the insured property.

Community Rating System XE "Community Rating System" 
The NFIP XE "NFIP" ’s Community Rating System XE "Community Rating System"  (CRS) was implemented in 1990 as a program for recognizing and encouraging community floodplain management activities that exceed the minimum NFIP standards. The National Flood Insurance Reform Act of 1994 codified the Community Rating System in the NFIP. Under the CRS, flood insurance premium rates are adjusted to reflect the reduced flood risk resulting from community activities that meet the three goals of the CRS: (1) reduce flood losses; (2) facilitate accurate insurance rating; and (3) promote the awareness of flood insurance. For example, a CRS community that is recognized as a Class 8 community receives a 10% reduction in flood policies throughout their community.

Flood Hazard Mapping XE "Flood Hazard Mapping" 
FEMA XE "FEMA"  has launched an ambitious Map Modernization program to speed flood map updates,  working with local communities and other agencies to tap into their mapping expertise as it applies to flood maps. The goal of FEMA's Map Modernization Plan is to upgrade the 100,000 panel flood map inventory by developing up-to-date flood hazard data for all flood prone areas nationwide to support sound floodplain management and prudent flood insurance decisions; providing the maps and data in digital format to improve the efficiency and precision with which mapping program customers can use this information; fully integrating FEMA's community and state partners into the mapping process to build on local knowledge and efforts; and improving processes to make it faster to create and update the maps; improving customer services to speed processing of flood map orders and raise public awareness of flood hazards.

Cooperative Technical Partners XE "Cooperative Technical Partners" 
FEMA XE "FEMA"  developed and implemented the Cooperating Technical Partners (CTP) Program to meet its objective to increase local involvement in, and ownership of, the flood mapping process through FEMA’s Map Modernization Plan. As technologies have improved and applications have expanded dramatically, many State agencies, regional agencies, and local communities have become technologically sophisticated and have invested significant resources in flood hazard identification.

Pre-Disaster Mitigation Program XE "Pre-Disaster Mitigation Program" 
The Pre-Disaster Mitigation (PDM) program provides technical and financial assistance to states, local, and tribal governments for cost-effective pre-disaster hazard mitigation activities to reduce injuries, loss of life, and damage and destruction of property. 

The Pre-Disaster Mitigation (PDM) Program was authorized by §203 of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Assistance and Emergency Relief Act (Stafford Act), 42 USC, as amended by §102 of the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000. Funding for the program is provided through the National Pre-Disaster Mitigation Fund to assist States and local governments in implementing cost-effective hazard mitigation activities that complement a comprehensive mitigation program. 

Eligible activities under the PDM Program may include management costs, information dissemination, mitigation planning, technical assistance, and mitigation "brick and mortar" projects. A mitigation "brick and mortar" project is any action that results in elimination or long-term reduction of damages to public or private property from natural hazards.  To be eligible for PDM funding, applicants must participate in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) and be in good standing (not on probation or suspended) if they have been mapped by FEMA XE "FEMA" . A FEMA approved mitigation plan is required for mitigation "brick and mortar" project grants. FEMA XE "FEMA" 's new planning regulation, 44 CFR Part 201, Hazard Mitigation XE "Hazard Mitigation"  Planning, establishes criteria for Tribal, State and local hazard mitigation planning, which will take effect on November 1, 2003 for PDM project grants.

National Earthquake Hazards Reduction Program XE "National Earthquake Hazards Reduction Program" 
Earthquakes have long been feared as one of nature's most damaging hazards. Although earthquakes cannot be prevented, current science and engineering provide tools that can be used to reduce their damage. Science can now identify, with considerable accuracy, where earthquakes are likely to occur and what forces they will generate. Engineering provides design and construction techniques so that buildings and other structures that can survive the tremendous forces of earthquakes.

FEMA XE "FEMA" 's Earthquake Program was established in 1977, under the authority of the Earthquake Hazards Reduction Act of 1977, enacted as Public Law 101-614. The purpose of the National Earthquake Hazards Reduction Program XE "National Earthquake Hazards Reduction Program"  (NEHRP) is to reduce the risks of life and property from future earthquakes. FEMA serves as lead agency among the primary NEHRP federal partners, responsible for planning and coordinating the Program. FEMA’s Earthquake Program has four basic goals directly related to the mitigation of hazards caused by earthquake. 

1. Promote understanding of earthquakes and their effects 

2. Work to better identify earthquake risk 

3. Improve earthquake-resistant design and construction techniques 

4. Encourage the use of earthquake-safe policies and planning practices

Environmental, Historic Preservation XE "Historic Preservation"  & Cultural Resources 

FEMA XE "FEMA" 's Environmental, Historic Preservation XE "Historic Preservation"  and Cultural Resources Programs consist of two distinct elements: 1) The Environmental Program XE "Environmental Program"  and 2) the Historic Preservation and Cultural Resources Program XE "Cultural Resources Program" .

Environmental Program XE "Environmental Program" 
The Environmental Program XE "Environmental Program"  provides assistance to FEMA XE "FEMA" 's programs, States and communities to efficiently deliver disaster services in a manner that ensures that we address all applicable environmental laws and Executive Orders. We provide the guidance, tools and support so that decision makers can integrate environmental concerns into their disaster preparedness, mitigation, response, and recovery decisions.

Historic Preservation XE "Historic Preservation"  and Cultural Resources Program XE "Cultural Resources Program" 
The goal of FEMA XE "FEMA" 's Historic Preservation XE "Historic Preservation"  and Cultural Resources Program XE "Cultural Resources Program"  is to address the needs of communities in preparing for, mitigating, responding and recovering from the devastating effects disasters may have on historic properties and cultural resources while meeting FEMA's primary mission of reducing the loss of life and property to all types of hazards. 

While a considerable portion of this program focuses on satisfying FEMA XE "FEMA" 's responsibilities under the National Historic Preservation XE "Historic Preservation"  Act and other related laws, the program also provides a wide range of technical and educational assistance to communities in partnership with other federal agencies and private national cultural heritage organizations. This assistance ranges from developing informational brochures on disaster aid for cultural institutions, to providing assistance in the salvage of water-damage museum collections, to helping communities develop ways to protect their heritage from future disasters.

Response and Recovery XE "Response and Recovery" 
Federal assistance is available to supplement the resources of State, local, and voluntary agencies in major disasters. Most Federal assistance becomes available only following a declaration by the President at the request of a State’s Governor.

Local government is primarily responsible for preparing for disasters that might affect a community and for helping residents recover from such events. Most disasters are handled successfully at the local level. State and Federal resources are available to assist the community only when the local resources are overwhelmed. Systematic planning and action by local, State and Federal levels of government are essential to ensuring effective response to and recovery from disasters. FEMA XE "FEMA"  is responsible for implementing and managing Federal disaster assistance. 

Federal Response Plan
The Federal Response Plan is a signed agreement among 27 federal departments and agencies, and the American Red Cross XE "American Red Cross" . It establishes a process and structure for the systematic, coordinated, and effective delivery of Federal assistance to address the consequences of any major disaster or emergency declared under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act that are beyond the resource capabilities of Tribes, States, and local governments.

The Federal Response Plan XE "Federal Response Plan"  describes the mechanisms by which the Federal Government mobilizes resources and conducts activities to augment Tribal, State, and local response and recovery efforts. The types of assistance that can be provided to deliver immediate relief are:

· Initial response resources, including food, water, and emergency generators;

· Emergency services to clear debris, open critical transportation routes and restore public utilities, and provide mass sheltering and feeding; and

· Specialized teams for rapid damage assessment, emergency communications, medical assistance and support, urban search and rescue, emergency power restoration, incident management, and community relations.

Other assistance to help the community to return to normal and reduce future damage includes:

· Loans and grants to repair or replace damaged housing and personal property

· Grants to repair or replace roads and public buildings, incorporating practical structural and nonstructural hazard-reduction measures

· Technical assistance to identify and implement mitigation opportunities to reduce future losses

· Other assistance, including crisis counseling, tax relief, legal services, and job placement.

The Response Process

When a disaster strikes, responders work closely with volunteer agencies to respond to a major disaster. The mayor or county executive activates the local Emergency Operations Center XE "Emergency Operations Center" . Upon request from local executives the Governor activates the State Emergency Operations Center, declares a State emergency or disaster, activates the State emergency operations plan, and begins assessment.

If, from early damage reports, the State concludes that effective response may exceed the community’s and State’s resources, the State can request that FEMA XE "FEMA"  regional officials join in conducting Preliminary Damage Assessments. Data gathered during these assessments are used in the Presidential disaster declaration process to determine the impact and magnitude of the damage and types of assistance needed, and to document that the disaster is beyond local and State capabilities. 

After the Preliminary Damage Assessment XE "Preliminary Damage Assessment"  teams have finished their work, the Governor will determine whether or not request Federal disaster assistance. In order to make the request, the State must include specific information required by law and must guarantee that the cost-sharing provisions will be met. The Governor’s request for Federal disaster assistance is addressed to the President and forwarded to the appropriate FEMA XE "FEMA"  Regional Director. The FEMA Director’s recommendation is then forwarded to the President.

When the President determines that a State requires the Federal assistance, a formal disaster declaration is made, Federal agencies utilize the Federal Response Plan XE "Federal Response Plan"  to meet the State’s request for assistance and the Federal disaster assistance process begins. 
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The Response Process

The Federal Response Plan in Action

When a major disaster occurs (or before, for predictable events), the Regional Director at a FEMA XE "FEMA"  regional office activates the Regional Operations Center. The Regional Operations Center is the initial coordination point for Federal response efforts. If the President declares a disaster, a Disaster Field Office will be set up near the disaster site to support response and recovery operations. A Federal Coordinating Officer is appointed by the President (authority delegated to the Director, FEMA) and assumes coordination responsibilities. These include: overseeing establishment of field offices, as necessary; assessing types of relief most urgently needed; interacting with the State Coordinating Officer to respond to State needs; and coordinating Federal response and recover y activities. 

A Federal interagency Emergency Response Team may be activated to support the Federal Coordinating Officer in coordinating overall Federal Disaster operation. The State Coordinating Officer is an individual appointed by the Governor to coordinate State response and recovery operations with the Federal Government. This requires identifying requirements, including unmet needs and evolving support requirements, as well as coordinating other response and recovery activities with the State.

If the disaster is catastrophic, FEMA XE "FEMA"  may deploy a team from FEMA Headquarters called a National Emergency Response Team to coordinate FEMA resources.

Other elements of a Federal response may include the Emergency Support Team and the Catastrophic Disaster Response Group. The Emergency Support Team is an interagency group that provides coordination and operations support activities from the FEMA XE "FEMA"  National Interagency Emergency Operations Center XE "Emergency Operations Center"  at FEMA Headquarters. The Catastrophic Disaster Response Group is a group of representatives from all Federal Response Plans signatory departments and agencies that operate as the National level policy support forum.

Emergency Support Functions XE "Emergency Support Functions"  

The Federal Response Plan XE "Federal Response Plan"  employs a functional approach that groups the types of direct Federal assistance that a State is most likely to need within 12 Emergency Support Functions XE "Emergency Support Functions" . Each Emergency Support Function is headed by a primary agency designated on the basis of its authorities, resources, and capability in that functional area.

Public Assistance and Infrastructure

The Public Assistance Program provides supplemental Federal disaster grant assistance for the repair, replacement, or restoration of disaster-damaged, publicly owned facilities and the facilities of certain Private Non-Profit organizations. The Federal share of assistance is not less than 75% of the eligible cost for emergency measures and permanent restoration. The State determines how the non-Federal share (up to 25%) is split with the applicants. 

Eligible Work

Eligible applicants include the States, local governments, Indian tribes and certain Private Non-Profit organizations. To be eligible, the work must be required as the result of the disaster, be located within the designated disaster area, and be the legal responsibility of an eligible applicant. Work that is eligible for supplemental Federal disaster grant assistance is classified as either emergency work or permanent work.

Application Process
· Applicants may attend a State-sponsored Applicants’ Briefing to receive information about the Public Assistance Program and State requirements. 

· Applicants will complete and submit to the State a Request for Public Assistance form. 

· Applicants may submit the Request forms at the Applicants’ Briefing, or submit them to the State within 30 days following the designation of the area in which the damage is located. 

· Upon receipt of the Request form from the State, FEMA will assign a Public Assistance Coordinator to work with each applicant throughout the disaster recovery period. 

· The State also will assign a Project Officer to help the applicant. 

· The Public Assistance Coordinator will meet with each applicant to discuss eligibility requirements and project formulation (Kickoff meeting). 

· Applicants may prepare Project Worksheets for small projects if they have the resources to do so, or FEMA and the State personnel can assist in the preparation of the applicant’s small and large projects. 

· Applicants should contact the Public Assistance Coordinator prior to initiating repairs to facilities with Special Consideration issues. 

· Applicants are required to document all damages and costs with pictures, written descriptions and financial records. 

Project Requirements

The project completion deadlines are set from the date that the major disaster or emergency is declared. The State or FEMA may impose shorter deadlines for the completion of work if considered appropriate. Based on extenuating circumstances or unusual project requirements, the State may extend the deadlines for an additional 6 months for debris clearance and emergency work and an additional 30 months, on a project-by-project basis, for permanent work.

Insurance Requirements: 

· FEMA will reduce otherwise eligible costs by the actual or anticipated insurance recoveries the applicant receives. The State will notify FEMA of any entitlement to insurance settlement or recoveries for a facility and its contents. 

· For insurable buildings located in a special flood hazard area and damaged by flood, the reduction is the maximum amount of insurance proceeds the applicant would have been received had the building and its contents been fully covered by a standard flood insurance policy under the National Insurance Program. 

· The applicant is required to buy insurance in the amount of the eligible damages for flood and general hazards.

Grants: 

· For small projects, under $53,000 (effective date October 1, 2002), the grant is based on an estimate of the cost of the work. 

· For large projects ($53,000 or more), the final grant is based on actual eligible costs. In large projects, the State will disburse progress payments, as required.

Housing Assistance Program XE "Disaster Housing Program" 
The Individuals and Households Program (IHP) is used to provide financial and/or direct assistance to applicants who have disaster related necessary expenses and/or serious needs that are not addressed through other means. Under IHP applicants may be eligible to receive Housing Assistance and/or Other Needs assistance not to exceed the program limits and/or the $25,000 cap established for total assistance provided for a disaster (as adjusted each year). Assistance may be provided to rent a different place to live or a temporary housing unit may be provided when other housing resources are not available.

Homeowners may be eligible for Repair Assistance to repair damages as a result of the disaster that is not covered by insurance. This assistance is provided up to $50,000. As a condition of receiving Repair Assistance flood, insurance may be required if the home is in a Special Flood Hazard Area. This assistance may address but is not limited to:

· Structural parts of a home, and windows, doors, floors, walls, ceilings, cabinetry

· Septic or sewage system and wells or other water system

· Heating, ventilating, and air condition systems, and utilities (electrical, plumbing, gas)

· Entrance and exit ways from the home, including privately owned access roads

· Blocking, leveling and anchoring of a mobile home and reconnecting or resetting its sewer, water, electrical and fuel lines and tanks

Community Disaster Loan Program

Other Needs Assistance for Individuals and Households

Assistance may be provided for uninsured or under-insured disaster-related necessary expenses and serious needs. This program, which may include financial assistance of up to $25,000 per individual or household, includes:

· Lodging expenses reimbursement (for a hotel or motel) 

· Rental assistance  

· Home repair cash grant 

· Home replacement cash grant 

· Permanent housing construction in rare circumstances in insular and remote areas

· Personal property

· Medical, dental, funeral costs 

· Transportation costs 

· Other disaster-related needs

Veterans’ Benefits

The Department of Veterans' Affairs provides death benefits, pensions, insurance settlements and adjustments to home mortgages for veterans.

Tax Refunds

The Internal Revenue Service allows certain casualty losses to be deducted on Federal income tax returns for the year of the loss or through an immediate amendment to the previous year's return.

Excise Tax Relief

Businesses may file claims with the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms for payment of Federal excise taxes paid on alcoholic beverages or tobacco products lost, rendered unmarketable or condemned by a duly authorized official under various circumstances, including where the President has declared a major disaster. 

Unemployment Benefits

Disaster Unemployment assistance and unemployment insurance benefits may be available through the state unemployment office and supported by the U.S. Department of Labor.

Individual Rights

Each Federal agency that provides Federal financial assistance is responsible for investigating complaints of discrimination in the use of its funds. If you believe that you or others protected by Civil Rights laws have been discriminated against in receiving disaster assistance, you may contact one of FEMA's Equal Rights Officers 

Small Business Administration 

The Small Business Administration’s (SBA) Disaster Loan Programs offer financial assistance to those rebuilding their homes and businesses in the aftermath of a disaster. SBA assists business concerns suffering economic injury as a result of certain Presidential, Secretary of Agriculture, and/or SBA-declared disasters. Direct loans are made to small businesses and agricultural cooperatives to assist them through a disaster recovery period. These programs can also provide up to an additional 20% loan for cost effective hazard mitigation for homes or business properties. By offering low-interest loans, the SBA works to assist in long-term recovery efforts.

Disaster Legal Services
When the President declares a disaster, the Federal Emergency Management Agency, through an agreement with the Young Lawyers Division of the American Bar Association, provides free legal help for victims of that disaster. Relationships with any federally recognized American Indian or Alaska Native Tribe are on a government-to-government basis.  Federal agencies acknowledge the importance of an interagency/intergovernmental/ tribal partnership to improve access to disaster assistance.  Although a State Governor must request a Presidential disaster declaration on behalf of a tribe under the Stafford Act, Federal agencies subsequently can work directly with the tribe, within existing authorities and resources, to tailor disaster programs to its unique needs.
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
