	This program is to construct, enlarge, extend, or otherwise improve community facilities providing essential services to rural residents.  Community facilities include, but are not limited to, those providing or supporting overall community development such as child care facilities, food recovery and distribution centers; assisted-living facilities; group homes, mental health clinics, and shelters; and education facilities.  Projects comprise community, social, cultural, transportation, industrial park sites, fire and rescue services, access ways, and utility extensions.

	Grants for Public Works and Economic Development Facilities [B]
	This program is to promote long-term economic development and assist in the construction of public works infrastructure and economic development facilities needed to support the creation or retention of high-skill, high wage private-sector jobs in areas experiencing substantial economic distress. Investments in facilities such as water and sewer system improvements, industrial access roads, industrial and business parks, port facilities, railroad sidings, distance learning facilities, skill-training facilities, business incubator facilities, redevelopment of brownfields, eco-industrial facilities, and telecommunications infrastructure improvements needed for business retention and expansion. Eligible activities include the acquisition, rehabilitation, design and engineering, or improvement of public land or publicly-owned and operated development facilities, including machinery and equipment. Projects may also include infrastructure for broadband deployment and other types of telecommunications-enabling projects and other kinds of technology infrastructure.

	Hydrologic Research [B]
	This program is to maintain a cooperative university/Federal partnership to conduct joint research and development on pressing surface water hydrology issues common to National, regional, local operational offices, private consulting hydrologists, and academics.  Funds can be used to support research and development on issues related to the forecasting of surface hydrologic conditions.

	Meteorologic and Hydrologic Modernization Development [A, B, D, L, M]
	This program is to maintain a cooperative university and Federal partnership to conduct meteorological training, education, professional development, and research and development on hydrometeorological issues common to the hydrometeorological community.  Funds can be used to support education, training, research, and development on subjects, especially those relating to modernization of the weather services, related to the atmospheric, near-surface (first ten meters), oceanographic, and hydrologic conditions.

	Public Telecommunications Facilities—Planning and Construction [B]
	This program is to assist in the planning, acquisition, installation and modernization of public telecommunications facilities to: (1) extend delivery of public telecommunications services to as many citizens of the United States and territories as possible by the most efficient and economical means, including the use of broadcast and non-broadcast technologies; (2) increase public telecommunications services and facilities available to, operated by, and owned by minorities and women; and (3) strengthen the capability of existing public television and radio stations to provide public telecommunications service to the public.

	This program is to promote the widespread use and availability of advanced telecommunications and information technologies in the public and nonprofit sectors.  By providing matching grants for information infrastructure projects, this program will help develop a nationwide, interactive, multimedia information infrastructure that is accessible to all citizens, in rural areas as well as urban areas.  Funding under the TOP will be awarded to support projects that improve the quality of, and the public's access to, cultural, educational, and training resources; reduce the cost, improve the quality, and/or increase the accessibility of health care and public health services; promote responsive public safety services; improve the effectiveness and efficiency of government services; and foster communication, resource-sharing, and economic development within communities, both rural and urban.

	Public and Indian Housing Drug Elimination Program [A, B]
	The program is to (1) reduce/eliminate drug-related crime in and around the real property comprising public housing projects; (2) encourage public housing agencies (PHAs) and Tribally designated housing entities (TDHEs) to develop a plan that includes initiatives that can be sustained over a period of several years for addressing the problem of drug-related crime in and around the premises; and (3) make available Federal grants to help PHAs and TDHEs carry out their plans.  The purpose of the Indian Housing Drug Elimination Program (IHDEP) is to provide grants to eliminate drugs and drug-related crime in American Indian and Alaskan Native communities.  Funds may be used for the following activities designed to reduce drug-related crime: (1) employment of security personnel (contracted security guards/housing authority police); (2) reimbursement of local law enforcement agencies for additional security and protective services (e.g., over and above the level of services the locality is already obligated to provide under its Cooperation Agreement with the PHA); (3) physical improvements designed to enhance security; (4) employment of one or more individuals to investigate drug-related crime on or about the real property comprising any public or Indian housing project and to provide evidence relating to such crime in any administrative or judicial proceeding; (5) establishment of voluntary tenant patrols acting in cooperation with local law enforcement officials; (6) programs designed to reduce use of drugs in and around public and Indian housing developments, including drug prevention, intervention, referral, and treatment programs; (7) employment of personnel and equipment for HUD-authorized housing agency police departments, and (8) Gun Buy-Back Initiative.

	This program is to provide Federal assistance for Indian Tribes in a manner that recognizes the right of Tribal self-governance and for other purposes. 	Lead-Based Paint Hazard-Control grants are to assist State, Tribal, and local governments in undertaking programs for the identification and control of lead-based paint hazards in privately- owned housing that is owned by or rented to low- or very-low-income families.  Specific objectives include (1) implementation of a national strategy to assist States, Tribal, and local governments to build the capacity necessary to eliminate lead- based paint hazards in all housing as widely and expeditiously as possible; (2) encouragement of effective action to prevent childhood lead poisoning by establishing a workable framework for lead-based paint hazard identification and control; (3) mobilization of public and private resources, involving cooperation among all levels of government, the private sector and community-based organizations, to develop cost- effective methods for identifying and controlling lead-based paint hazards; (4) development of comprehensive community approaches that result in integration of all community resources (governmental, community-based, and businesses) to address lead hazards in housing; (5) integration of lead-safe practices into housing maintenance, repair, weatherization, rehabilitation, and other programs; (6) establishment of a public registry of lead-safe housing; and (7) promoting job training, employment, and other economic lift opportunities for low-income residents of project neighborhoods. Additional grant assistance specifically for use at Superfund and Brownfield sites has been provided in the past.  Lead Hazard Control Research grants are available to gain knowledge that will lead to improvements in the efficiency and cost-effectiveness of methods used for lead-based paint hazard evaluation and control.  This program includes performing risk assessments, inspections, and testing among many other activities.

	Healthy Homes Initiative Grants [B]
	The purpose of the Healthy Homes Initiative is to develop, demonstrate and promote cost effective, preventive measures to correct multiple safety and health hazards in the home environment that produce serious diseases and injuries in children.  The overall goals and objectives of the HHI are: (1) mobilize public and private resources, involving cooperation among all levels of government, the private sector, and community-based organizations to develop the most promising, cost-effective methods for identifying and controlling housing-based hazards; (2) build local capacity to operate sustainable programs that will continue to prevent and, where they occur, minimize and control housing-based hazards in low and very low-income residences; (3) affirmatively further fair housing and environmental justice.  There are two categories of grants being awarded: (1) demonstration projects implementing housing assessment, maintenance, renovation, and construction techniques to identify and correct housing-related illness and injury risk factors, and (2) education projects disseminating healthy homes information and replicating successful interventions.

	Tribal Self-Governance [C]
	This program is to support Tribal law enforcement, social services, welfare payments, housing improvement, and road maintenance.

	This program is to provide funds for salaries and related expenses of criminal investigators, uniformed officers, detention officers, radio dispatchers, and administrative support.

	This program is to provide funds to perform fire protection services for Tribal governments that do not receive fire protection support from State or local government.  Funds may be used to support staff, train volunteer firefighters, repair existing fire-fighting equipment, and purchase additional equipment.

	Forestry on Indian Lands [C, J, K]
	This program is to maintain, protect, enhance, and develop Indian forest resources through the execution of forest management activities.  Funds are used to support activities of reforestation and commercial forest stand improvement; timber sales management; forest inventories and plans; forest program management and administration; and forest protection activities.

	Environmental Management—Indian Programs [C]
	This program is to determine environmental impacts of Federal projects on Indian lands.  It includes conducting surveys of BIA-controlled Federal lands and facilities and of Indian lands to identify hazardous waste sites, evaluate potential threats to health and the environment, and develop necessary remedial actions.  It is also to train area, BIA, and Tribal staff in waste management principles and to respond to emergencies and alleviate adverse health or environmental impacts.

	Improvement and Repair of Indian Detention Facilities [C]
	This program is to provide safe, functional, code and standards-compliant, economical, and energy-efficient adult and/or juvenile detention facilities.  Funds are provided for advanced planning, design, and construction for facilities improvement and repair to Bureau detention facilities (e.g., renovations, improvements, demolitions, or additions) to address critical health and safety needs identified in Bureau safety reports and meeting emergency needs.

	Structural Fire Protection—Bureau of Indian Affairs Facilities [C]
	This program is to provide fire protection and prevention equipment in schools, dormitories, detention centers and other BIA facilities.  Funds may be used for training, breathing apparatus equipment; other equipment such as hoses; fire trucks; protective clothing for fire personnel; installation of fire sprinklers and fire/smoke alarms in schools and dormitories; and support other fire protection and preventive measures.

	Safety of Dams on Indian Lands [C]
	This program is to improve the structural integrity of dams on Indian lands.  Funds allow for the inspection and hazard classification of 116 dams under the responsibility of BIA and for modification construction necessary to correct identified deficiencies on the most unsafe dams.

	Wildland Urban Interface Community and Rural Fire Assistance [B, I, J, K, L, M]
	This program is to implement the National Fire Plan and assist communities at risk from catastrophic wildland fires.  It provides for community programs that develop local capability including assessment and planning, mitigation activities, and community and homeowner education and action; planning and implementing hazardous fuels reduction activities including training, monitoring, or maintenance activities that mitigate the threat of catastrophic fire to communities and natural resources in high risk areas; enhancing local and small business employment opportunities for rural communities; enhancing the knowledge and fire protection capability of rural fire districts by providing assistance in education and training, protective clothing and equipment purchase, and mitigation methods on a cost share basis.  Hazard reduction activities are restricted to Federal lands, or adjacent non-Federal land for activities that benefit resources on Federal land.  Most of these lands are located in the Western United States and Alaska.  Assistance can be used for helping BLM support community-based efforts to address defensible space and fuels management issues, support outreach and education efforts, and to increase the effectiveness of rural fire protection.

	This program is to increase State, local, territorial, and Tribal effectiveness to safely and efficiently handle hazardous materials accidents and incidents; enhance implementation of the Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act of 1986 (EPCRA); and encourage a comprehensive approach to emergency planning and training by incorporating response to transportation standards.  The program will increase the emphasis on transportation in ongoing efforts and improve the capability of communities to plan for and respond to potential risks posed by accidents and incidents involving hazardous materials.  The grants have two uses: (1) to assist States, territories, and Tribes in developing, improving, and implementing emergency response plans under EPCRA including determining flow patterns of hazardous materials within a State and between States and Native American lands and determining the need for regional hazardous materials response teams and (2) to stimulate support for training of public sector employees to respond to accidents and incidents involving hazardous materials.

	Tribal Colleges—Entrepreneurial Training and Technical Assistance (ETTAP) [B]
	This program is to support Tribal Colleges and Universities (TCUs) by providing quality educational experiences; provide training and employment opportunities to minority students in transportation-related careers; support the design/implementation of educational programs; and encourage, promote, and assist minority entrepreneurs.  It will strengthen TCU efforts to promote diversification of the work force by developing curricula. This project will attract more young talent into transportation-related careers through academic studies and practical experience through internships.

Assignments are for specific work beneficial to the State, local government, Indian Tribe, or other eligible organizations and the Federal agency concerned.

	Disposal of Federal Surplus Real Property [H]
	This program is to dispose of Federal surplus real property.  Surplus real and related personal property may be conveyed for: public park or recreation use and public health or educational purposes at discounts up to 100 percent; public airport purposes, wildlife conservation, correctional facility, replacement housing and for historic monument purposes without monetary consideration; and for general public purposes without restrictions at a negotiated price of not less than the estimated fair market value of the property.  Properties are made available for discount conveyance where the public purposes to be served reflect the highest and best use of the property.

	This program is to donate Federal personal property no longer required for Federal use to public agencies and qualifying nonprofit entities in order to reduce the cost of State and local government.  Surplus items are used by State and local public agencies for carrying out or promoting one or more public purposes such as conservation, parks and recreation, education, public health, public safety, economic development, and programs for older individuals.  Surplus items are also used by certain nonprofit, tax-exempt activities for public health or educational purposes including research for such purposes and for use in programs for older individuals or by public airports for airport development, operation, or maintenance.

	Water Pollution Control—State and Interstate Program [A]

It will help Tribes build the capacity to carry out EPA-approved Tribal programs in the future if they wish to do so. The Performance Partnership Grants are an alternative assistance delivery mechanism and do not represent funding in addition to grants provided under individual authorities.
