Specialists from FEMA and the U.S. Small Business Administration at these
centers can help survivors affected by the June 29 – July 2, 2023, storms and
flooding to apply for federal disaster assistance, upload documents, learn about
ways to make their property more disaster resistant, and have their questions
answered in person.

Anyone requiring a reasonable accommodation (ASL interpreting, Braille, large
print etc.) or a language interpreter may call 800-621-3362 to request assistance
in advance or ask the recovery staff at the center for assistance.
