FEMA specialists and representatives from the U.S. Small Business
Administration, which can provide low-interest disaster loans to survivors, will be
on hand at all DRCs to discuss available assistance.

Those affected by the disaster do not have to visit a DRC in order to apply.
Survivors can also register in one of the following ways:

= Online at DisasterAssistance.gov. The FEMA website is accessible and
includes language translation options.
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= By phone at 1-800-621-3362. Press 1 for English, 2 for Spanish and 3 for all
other languages. If you use video relay service (VRS), captioned telephone
service or others, give FEMA your number for that service. Phone lines operate
from 7 a.m. to 10 p.m. seven days a week.

= Download FEMA'’s Mobile App. Select Disaster Resources and click on Apply

for Assistance Online.
