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= A PO Box where they can receive mail.
= Bank account and routing numbers for direct deposit of funds.

Individuals with access and functional needs who are heads of household and still
need to register should call the Crisis Hotline at (684) 633-9017. FEMA Disaster
Survivor Assistance (DSA) Teams will come to your home to register you — you do
not need to come to the DRC. Those in Ottoville already visited by DSA, with slips
that have DSA written on them, do not have to come to the DRC, as they are
already registered with FEMA.
