Sandy, the cost of the following categories of spending: public 
assistance, individual assistance, mitigations, administrative, 
operations, and any other relevant category (including 
emergency measures and disaster resources); and
(E) the date on which funds appropriated will be exhausted...

P. L. 114-113 requires that the FEMA Administrator provide a report by the fifth day of each 
month on the Disaster Relief Fund (DRF) that includes a funding summary, a table delineating 
the DRF funding activities each month by state and event, a summary of the funding for the 
catastrophic events, and the funds exhaust date, or end-of-fiscal-year balance.

4.	 Appendix D presents funding summaries for the current active catastrophic events
including the allocations, obligations, and expenditures.
